Ghosts, witches, prophecy, family romance and revenge: these are just a few of the things we will encounter in our readings of ancient Greek texts, from Homer and Hesiod to the playwrights of the Greek Classical Age.  Students will discover the customs and beliefs of the ancients through their own close reading and discussion, in much the same way as did scholars over the centuries.  As we explore a subset of ancient myths from the Mediterranean and Asia Minor, we will be mindful of possible comparisons to our own archetypes and mythologies in American culture, perhaps expressed most strongly in film.  This course is recommended for both new students and students with prior experience of our main texts (Odyssey, Iliad, Oresteia, Oedipus Rex, The Bacchae, etc) and of Greek mythology in general.
