NOTES:
1. Please get the listed editions of these texts – you’ll notice that I have not noted particular dates, but rather the publisher. This is because in most cases it doesn’t matter whether you have the 2000 or 2008 reprint; but it does matter that you have the Oxford or the Hackett edition. In many cases, if you change the edition, the texts and translations are different, and I’ve selected these for particular reasons! 

2. Almost all these books are available used and cheaply online. I encourage you to explore your options. 

3. In the case of the Pullman novels, you may find that a single omnibus edition of all three is (strangely) cheaper than the single books. You may find this under the title His Dark Materials. Feel free to buy this version. 

4. It’s nice if everyone buys the same book either from the bookstore or Stony Books because it means we can all literally be on the same page. However, I realize that is often the most expensive option because publishers often reprint books to sell more new copies. Therefore, I encourage you to find the best option for your own particular situation. Be aware, however, that if you choose not to buy the books in the particular editions/printings carried by the bookstore you’ll face the inconvenience of hunting around for page references when we discuss things in class. This is fine by me, and I will do what I can to help you and facilitate the process – but the responsibility is ultimately yours. 

5. If you are in doubt about whether you should or should not buy an particular edition/printing of a book, don’t hesitate to email me!
