Andréa Nesteruk has received a 
Fulbright English Teaching Assistantship 
Grant to Italy for the 2011-2012 academic 
year. Andréa will be co-teaching at the high 
school level with Italian educators of Eng-
lish in both Rome and Aquila. She will also 
provide lectures and presentations about 
American culture and society aiming to 
deepen the Italian studentsõ understanding 
of the American way of life. Andr®aõs pro-
ject proposal is to start an after school 
òbook clubó in which she and the Italian 
students will read and hold discussions 
about books written in English. Andréa 
will also be formulating activities and creat-
ing projects to encourage the students to 
use English creatively. 

Through working and living amongst 
Italians, she in turn will acquire a greater knowl-
edge of the Italian culture. The Fulbright mission 
is to foster a cross-cultural understanding. Further 
understanding and being a part of the Italian 
culture is something Andréa has desired since 
she could remember. The Italian culture did play 
a role in her upbringing, just not in the way one 
might expect. Her Ukrainian father had a love 
for Italy and she grew up with him belting out 
tunes by Mario Lanza and Luciano Pavarotti. He 
was always cooking meals with an Italian twist, 
and on an old family video taken after her first 
day of kindergarten, her father asks, òAndr®a, did 
you learn how to speak Italian?ó The Italian lan-
guage was loved not only by her Ukrainian fa-
ther, but also by her Italian-American mother. 
For the language was lost after her great-
grandparents immigrated to America from 
Naples. As the years past, each generation was 
moving further and further away from their cul-
tural roots and it was something that instilled a 
sense of unhappiness within her. Andréa yearned 
to bring back the language and the traditions of 
her ancestors, so that they could continue to 
flourish in future generations. 

When Andréa was ten years old she 
remembers asking her mother to take her to the 
travel agency. When her mother asked her why 
Andréa explained that she wanted to go to Italy 
more than anything in the world. The travel 
agent provided her  with brochures and maga-
zines on traveling to Italy. Andréa remembers 

sitting on the floor of her 
bedroom and falling in love 
with the pictures and 
blurbs of Italy. Without 
further delay she opened 
up a savings account and 
started saving her money 
for her own trip to Italy. 

 At fifteen years of 
age, Andréa had her first 
Italian class with a teacher 
she will never forget. She 
remembers listening to her 
native Italian teacher utter 
words in this fluid and 
melodic language, and she 
made Andr®aõs first formal 

encounter with the Italian language life 
changing. It was in that classroom where 
Andréa had made a promise to herself that 
she would one day learn to speak Italian 
fluently. When Andréa was eighteen years 
old she was inspired to teach. Andréa feels 
that being an educator is an extremely hon-
orable position. She is moved by the fact 
that an educator can have such an im-
mense impact on an individualõs life in 
such a short period of time. 

 Andréa graduated summa cum laude 
from Stony Brook University in May 2010 
with a Bachelors of Arts in Italian Studies 
and a Masters of Arts in Teaching. This 
past year, Andréa worked as a sixth grade 
Italian teacher in the Half Hollow Hills 
School District. Andréa accredits much of 
her success to the professors in the De-
partment of European Languages at SBU. 
She feels that their dedication to their work 
and to their students, along with the sup-
port they provided her with, further ignited 
her love for the Italian language and cul-
ture. Andréa feels extremely fortunate and 
honored to have been awarded a grant of 
this caliber. She looks forward to having 
the opportunity to live in a country and 
work alongside a people she greatly re-
spects and appreciates.

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Introducing the Italian-American Studies Director:   

Professor Peter Carravetta,   

Professor Carravetta is the Alfonse M. DõAmato Chair in 
Italian and Italian American Studies, has published a volume 
on the critical history of postmodernism, basically covering 
the years 1950-2001 in American culture. Titled Del postmod-
erno. Critica e cultura in America allõalba del duemila (Milan, Bom-

piani, 2009, 630 pp.), it was 
presented in Italy in 2010 in 
Turin, Milan, Naples, Varese, 
Padua, Rome and Cosenza, 
and received positive reviews. 
An English version is in pro-
gress. 

Professor Carravetta launched 
a series of intellectual ex-
changes with the creation of 
the Forum on Italian Ameri-
can Criticism (FIAC), which 
through conferences, invited 
speakers on campus and bib-
liographic research intends to 
expand the range of the pro-
duction and contribution of 

Italianists and Italian Americanists to our social, cultural and 
intellectual lives. After the initial FIAC conference of Octo-
ber, 2008, òThe Status of Interpretation in Italian American 
Studies, ò (the Proceedings of which will be coming out this 
fall semester), he organized three more major conferences 
during the past year and a half: in April, 2010, he set up a one
-day conference, Logos Nomos Poiesis, at Stony Brook Manhat-
tan, dealing with critical and creative writing. In October, 
2010, he organized another conference at SB Manhattan, ti-
tled, Creating Italian American History, dealing with the question 
of how to historicize the complex world of Italian America. 
And this past March, 2011, he organized a two-day confer-

ence on Theatre of the Mind, Scene of History, on various critical 
perspectives, from both sides of the Atlantic, on the occasion 
of Italyõs 150th anniversary. 

This semester he is bringing to campus award-
winning Gian Luigi Stellaõs multimedia performance The 
Horde. Stories, Songs and Images of Italian Emigration is  Oct. 1st at 
the Wang Center. 

Professor Carravetta has been invited by the prestig-
ious Istituto Italiano per gli Studi Filosofici, in Naples, in 
January of 2011, to hold a four-day seminar on òCritical 
Method and the Rhetoric of Interpretation.ó In April and 
May of 2011, he was a Fellow at the Bogliasco Foundation, 
Centro Studi Ligure, near Genoa, Italy, working on the pro-
ject òAesthetics and Politics of the New Immigrants in Italy 
Today.ó 

He has just completed two more works, one on the 
crises of Poetics of the Neo-Avant-gardes, and one on the 
Theory of Migration, which will be out during the academic 
year.

The 
program is housed in the Department of European Languages, Literature and Cultures. 

Our program includes courses in Italian Language from the elementary level to the most advanced courses in language, lit-
erature, culture, linguistics, and cinema, in both Italian and English.

GRADIVA and the INTERNATIONAL POETRY SOCIETY, INC.  will host an important evening this coming No-

vember (exact date will soon be announced), at Stony Brook,  celebrating the eighty-fifth birthday of Alfredo de Palchi, cer-

tainly one of the eminent contemporary Italian poets today.  A book, edited by Professor Luigi Fontanella, will be published 

by Gradiva Publications with contributions by prestigious poets and scholars both from Italy and the United States.  
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The reading of a book, which deeply touched me, inspired this poem. The author is Pascal 
DõAngelo (1894), a native of Abruzzi, Italy, who emigrated in America when he was 16. In his 
autobiography, Pasquale ð soon renamed òPascaló in order to Americanize his name ð tells his 
experience in the US., which was very hard, yet full of dreams and ideals. He wanted to become 
a writer in the English idiom, in spite of the fact that he was a simple manual laborer (a stone-
breaker). He learned English as a self-taught person, stubbornly studying it every night with the 
help of a second-hand Webster.   

After various, tragic events, he was able to write his only book, Sons of Italy (New York: MacMil-
lan, 1924), encouraged in this endeavor by Carl Van Doren, editor of The Nation. His book was 
reviewed in The New York Times Book Review as well as in other important newspapers. Pascal 
DõAngelo died in Brooklyn in1932. He was only 38 years old. (L. Fontanella)
