Admissions Requirements and Instructions

All students must apply for admission to the teacher education program even if they have already been admitted to the University.  Undergraduates should apply in the second semester of their sophomore year or first semester of their junior year (or the fifth semester before their anticipated date of graduation) to insure that graduation is not delayed.  Students further along in their degree progress should consider applying to the MAT in English instead.  Applications should be submitted to the program to which admission is being sought.

All programs have minimum academic requirements (GPA and/or performance in specific courses) for admission and continuation; check with the program directors for more specific information.  In addition, application involves the following steps:

· Completion of a 2-3 page application essay (see topic below)
· An unofficial transcript from each college or university you have attended (including Stony Brook University)

· Possible Interview with the Teacher Education Director (You will be contacted if an interview is required.)
