(SUNY URBAN TEACHER EDUCATION CENTER)

SUTEC provides Stony Brook students with an exciting opportunity to student teach in a New York City school.  For many students this experience provides an entry into a career in urban teaching.  Students from earlier SUTEC cohorts are currently teaching in the New York City schools, often where they did their own student teaching, and will help guide you through this experience. 

Stony Brook has established a strong connection with SUTEC, headquartered at the New York City Department of Education.  The director of SUTEC, Dr. Eli Seifman and his assistant Regina Anderson will provide support for your experience.  You can call them at 718.935.5515 to provide answers to your questions and concerns.

There are housing opportunities in New York City for those students who would like the opportunity of living and working in the city.  Since the housing is limited, it is important that you make your decision early enough to obtain accommodations for your student teaching semester.

Student teaching in New York City has provided many students with a chance to explore various academic settings and to build a community with others working in this challenging environment.

We have our own liaisons at the New York City Department of Education who will provide our students with unique employment counseling and help in obtaining jobs, as well as completing the daunting tasks involved in meeting the requirements for certification.
In order to ensure that you do not have to travel to the main campus for your seminars, a student teaching seminar is provided for SUTEC students at the Stony Brook Manhattan Campus, located at 110 E. 28th Street (and Park Avenue South).

FAQ’S
Where will I live?

Many of our students choose to live at home and commute to New York, or return to their own New York City roots.  There are housing opportunities that you may explore with Regina Anderson at the SUTEC office (718.935.5515).
How will I attend my seminar?
You will be invited to attend a weekly seminar conducted by Natalie Lukas at our Manhattan Campus located at 110 East 28th Street (the #6 train stops on the corner).  
Will I have to meet the same requirements as other Stony Brook students in my department?

Each department representative will discuss their policies with you when you decide to apply to SUTEC.  Generally, you will be expected to meet the same requirements as all of the other students in your program.
You may contact either the teacher education program directors, or the field experience and clinical practice coordinators, to establish your interest in the program and to ask questions about the individual departmental requirements. What kind of school will I be placed in?

You will be placed in a school located in mid-town Manhattan.  There are many different types of schools in the inner-city, ranging from small elite schools to large, traditional (sometimes troubled) schools.  You will have an experience in 2 different settings to help you get a good idea of the options that are open to you in the future.
Can I observe in a New York City school before I make a decision?

Yes, many students return to their former schools and make arrangements to observe there or contact Natalie Lukas to make arrangements for visits to one or more New York City schools.
Can I student teach outside of Manhattan?

At this time we can only arrange for you to be supervised in a school located in Manhattan.  We do not allow students to return to their former schools for student teaching.
How can I get a job after I graduate?

The Department of Education has special recruiters who serve as liaisons with our program.  You will be invited to several meetings and given appointments to meet the appropriate recruiters who will take care to make certain you are guided to the right job at the right time.
