Investigator Disclosure Form 
The purpose of this document is to enable faculty to engage in sponsored academic research while protecting the value of the results of that research from compromise by any financial interest that will, or may be reasonably expected to, bias the design, conduct, or reporting of the research.  Institutions must maintain a reasonable balance among competing interests, by identifying and managing financial interests that may bias the research, while minimizing, as much as possible, and reporting and other burdens on investigators.

To protect the integrity and reputation of the University as well as the larger community of scholars, Stony Brook’s constituencies and the public at large must have confidence that all research projects at the University are conducted with honesty and fairness, free from fraud, bias, or deception resulting from conflicts of interest on the part of researchers.  The campus Conflict of Interest Policy (P209), which applies to proposals submitted through either the Research Foundation or the Stony Brook Foundation, reflects the regulatory expectations of the University, SUNY, and the Research Foundation of SUNY, the Federal government and other funding agencies.  These regulations require disclosure of significant financial interests (aggregate income, including gifts, to the investigator and/or spouse and/or dependent children) of $10,000 or more, or ownership interest valued at $10,000 or more or amounting to 5% or more.  They also require disclosure of significant obligations, including positions as an officer, trustee, director, employee or consultant of an entity, whether for profit or not-for-profit and whether paid or unpaid, that would reasonably appear to be directly and significantly affected by the work proposed.  Assurance that faculty obligations are being fulfilled is also essential.

Completion of this form is required by each Stony Brook Investigator who has positively identified an actual, potential or apparent conflict of interest in the course of submitting a sponsored project application.  It must be submitted to the Standing Committee on Investigator Disclosure Review and Conflict of Interest within 7 business days from submission of the related COEUS Proposal accompanied by a positive Conflict of Interest Declaration (CID).  Please note that all questions on this form must be answered; filing an incomplete form or providing insufficient information to assess actual, potential, or apparent conflicts of interest may affect ability to expend project funds.
