Lesson Plan Title: 

Academic Integrity - Case Studies

Preparation:

Introduction:

Discussion (5 minutes)

· What is Academic Integrity?
Answers to guide students toward:  Students adhering to a strict moral code regarding academic life on campus; students pursuing their academic goals in an honest way that does not put anyone at an unfair advantage over peers; students are expected to uphold the University’s rules on academic integrity in all assignments, coursework, exams, quizzes, studies, (online, in-class, and outside of class).

Body/Summary:

Discussion/Lecture – Academic Dishonesty (10 minutes)

· What is Academic Dishonesty?

· What are some examples of Academic Dishonesty?

· Write students’ answers on the board

· Important examples to mention/review in detail:
· Cheating; Plagiarism; Fabrication; Facilitating Academic Dishonesty; Obtaining an Unfair Advantage; Falsification of Records and Official Documents; Unauthorized Access;
· For specific details and further examples of these, refer to textbook chapter on Academic Integrity
Small Group Activity – “Case Studies” (25 minutes)
· Divide class into 4 groups and hand out the case studies (assign one scenario per group)
· Each group should read and discuss their specific case study, then come up with answers to the ‘questions for thought’ at the end of their case study.

· Each group will present their case study and responses to the rest of the class.

· Allow time for questions and additional responses from students in other groups for each of the case studies – ask for other possible ideas/thoughts on each scenario.

Discussion/Lecture – Q Course (5 minutes)

· What happens if you are accused of academic dishonesty?

· What are your student rights/options?

· What is the Q Course?  When does it take place?
· What is recorded on your transcript?

Conclusion/Reflection:

Discussion (5 minutes)
· What does it mean to be a part of an academic community?

· What did you learn today that you did not know before this class?
· How has what you learned today changed your academic integrity?
