Lesson Plan Title: 

Academic Integrity - Jeopardy Game
Main Topic Covered:

Academic Integrity

Materials:
First Year Textbook (for reference)

“Statement of Principle Regarding Academic Dishonesty” (for reference)

Jeopardy Questions and Answers
Prize(s) – optional 
Preparation: (Assign the following as homework for students):
- Read Textbook Chapter on Academic Integrity; Bring textbook to class
- Read the “Statement of Principle Regarding Academic Dishonesty” found online at:

Introduction:
Individual Review (3 minutes) 

· Allow individual students to skim chapter briefly

Divide the class into 4-5 groups/teams for Jeopardy game

NOTE: Before beginning the game, remind your class about “friendly competition”, teamwork, and appropriate in-class behavior.  I find this necessary since they tend to be surprisingly competitive. Let them know that it’s ok to have fun, but that they should also behave as mature, respectful adults.
Body/Summary:

Introduce topics of Academic Integrity and Academic Dishonesty (10 minutes)

· Whole Class Discussion Questions:

· What is academic integrity?

· What is academic dishonesty?

· What are some specific actions that are considered academic dishonesty?

Whole Class Activity – Team Jeopardy (30 minutes)

· Play the Jeopardy Game with discussion of each answer in between each question

(There tends to be several “What if…” questions here. Take time to discuss these scenarios).
NOTE: To further engage students, you may ask someone to help with score-keeping and/or reading questions aloud, etc. You may also utilize your Teaching Assistant here.
Conclusion/Reflection:

Reflection (5 minutes)

· Have students share some key points they’ve learned during this class session.
· Ask students: What can you do to prevent yourself from being accused of academic dishonesty?

· What rights and/or options do you have?
