Academic Success Circle Activity
Please have your students stand in a circle (or whatever shape will fit in your classroom).

· As you read the following statements (or you may want to have students read them), any student who that statements applies to, must step into the circle.

· After all the statements have been read, you should have a group discussion about how the more time you stepped into the circle, the more you have to work on.  Also discuss why those statements were chosen and their importance.  For example “I don’t own a planner”… Why is it important to own one?
