Preparation:
· Prepare syllabus for students (course content is done for you.  Instructors should complete schedule portion by filling in session topics on blank weeks)
· Set chairs and desks in a circle, where possible
Introduction:

Discussion/ Lecture – Welcome and Introductions
· Introduce yourself to the class

· Have every student go around the room and introduce themselves and where they are from

· Hand out index cards and markers. Ask students to write their first name on the “nametag” to be placed on their desks in front of them
Body/Summary:
Discussion/ Lecture - Syllabus Review

· Handout syllabi to students and give an overview of the 101 course

· Go over all assignments and class topics throughout the semester.

· Explain grading policy (S/U Grading) and attendance policy
· Point out any changes in meeting location/day or class cancellations 

(ex: Commons Day, Make-Up Days, holidays, etc.)
· Allow time for any questions they may have about the class, syllabus, assignments, textbook, etc.

· Set expectations for class participation and work – you may want to include the students in setting these expectations (ex: brainstorm as a class and make a list on the board, then select from/prioritize the list)

Class Activity – “Name Game”

· Have students sit (or stand) in a circle

· Explain that they will play a memory game in order to get to know each other’s names. Each student will introduce themselves by first name, then provide an adjective that describes them, beginning with the same letter of their first name (ex: “My name is Sally and I am smart”).
· Going around the circle, each student will take a turn repeating the names and adjectives of the students before them, then introduce themselves. The last person will go around the whole circle and repeat every person’s first name and the adjective used to describe that person. (Going last is a good way for the Instructor to test your memory of the names, although you’re putting yourself on the spot)!

Individual Activity - Reflective Questioning 

· Students will write the following items on a sheet of paper:

· One question you have about being a student at SBU

· Two strategies you can implement this week to become more familiar with SBU campus

· Have students hand in their papers (they don’t need to write names)

· Instructor will share questions and strategies anonymously

· Instructor will answer questions as possible.

Note: If answers are unknown, please plan to follow-up with the student – tell students you will get the answers and report back, OR consider emailing the students with contact info so they can find the answer.
Conclusion/Reflection:

Homework Assignment – ‘SBU Scavenger Hunt’ 
· Split the class into 4 groups. Hand out ‘Scavenger Hunt’ to each student.
· Have students exchange contact information (phone, room, email) to communicate throughout the week.

· Assign each group to a “content area” on campus (see ‘Scavenger Hunt’ handout).
· Inform each team that they will present their findings in the beginning of the next class session. 

· They will have only 2-3 minutes in the next class. Only the most important and interesting facts about their content areas should be shared.
