d.) reflects the many diverse religious traditions on our Campus. It is the organization for chaplains and Campus ministry persons who are officially selected representatives of religious denominations and have a major concern for and a working relationship with the University.

e.) provides confidential consultation, crisis intervention, brief psychotherapy, group and couple’s therapy, and psychiatric services for students currently registered for at least six credits in a degree program.

a.) This office handles all payments made to the University, disburses refund checks, and issues parking permits.  It is also  known as Student Billing and Collections, provides assistance concerning student billing and account questions.

b.) provides three major areas of service to the Stony Brook community: tutoring individuals and small groups, advancing links between writing and technology literacy, and serving and supporting the larger program in Writing and Rhetoric as a central on-campus resource and reference center for composition.
c.) These are located on campus in the H Quad (James College), Tabler Quad, (Toscanini College), and Roosevelt Quad (Stimson College).  Residential Tutors are peer students employed to assist you with your academics.  Students may attend free tutoring sessions in any of the tutoring centers.
d.) On-campus site where students can receive math tutoring
e.) This office represents the general student body at Stony Brook University.  This, along with its subcommittees, utilizes the student activity fee for various clubs and organizations to program cultural, social, and educational events on campus.
