All Center for Excellence in Learning and Teaching (CELT) courses use a program called Articulate Rise. There are two course types users will encounter:
1. A Rise Course addresses a broad ranging topic and contains multiple lessons that users can navigate between.
2. A Microlearning provides an in-depth lesson on a specific topic.
Let's review some essential information you'll need to effectively and accessibly navigate courses using this player.

[bookmark: _Toc190424780]The Home Screen
When entering a Rise course, you'll find the Home screen. It provides you with important information you'll need before starting (e.g., course objectives, any special notes/attributions).
There are two ways to get started with a course from the Home screen.
1. The Start Course button will take you to the very first section, also known as a module.
2. Scroll to the bottom of the Home screen to find a list of all the modules in the course. You can select any one of these titles and begin reviewing content starting with that module.

[bookmark: _Toc190424781]Navigation Within a Course
Within each module are three key buttons for navigating your content:
1. Sidebar: Track the percentage of the course you've completed and select module titles to jump ahead or go backward in the course.
2. Continue: Some information within a module may be chunked out, the Continue button will appear when it's time to jump to the next piece of information.
3. Next Module: At the end of each module, you'll see a bar that notes the number and name of the next module you can move toward.
