Master tea practitioner Yoshitsugu Nagano
will guide participants through the steps of traditional Japanese
tea ceremony, revealing the spirit of harmony and tranquility at
its heart. Our film series this season features works that probe
the boundaries of identity, imagination, and visual innovation.

Matsuri, our beloved annual celebrations. These festivals remain
our most joyful ways to welcome the new year and spring in
full bloom, in the company of friends, family, and community.

From ritual paper to modern performance, from contemplative
tea to dazzling magic, this season’s programs celebrate how
artistic traditions continue to evolve, adapt, and inspire.
